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CARING FOR OUR STUDENTS

“‘SUPPORT FOR ALL”

Springwell prides itself on the quality of support offered to all students. This
extends from the first visits to the school in Year s 5 and 6, whilst still at
Primary School, to the formal and informal contacts kept with students after

they move on at the end of Year 11.

The Form Group is at the heart of our pastoral care arrangements. In the main,
students stay with their Form Teacher throughout their school career. This means
that strong and supportive relationships develop between home and school for the
benefit of the young person. The Form Teacher is the first port of call for most issues
involving students.

In addition, each year group is led by a Student Progress Leader whose role it is to
monitor student progress, liaise with parents and external agencies as required and
to engender that important sense of community within the year group.

The responsibility for the leadership and overall management of support within
school lies with the Deputy Headteacher (Inclusion) who is also the School Child
Protection Co-ordinator.

Staff are always willing to talk to parents. A telephone call to our Pastoral
Administration Manager will ensure that parents contact the most appropriate
member of staff to deal with any query.

Safeguarding Children:  Parents should be aware that the school will take any
reasonable action to ensure the safety of its students. In cases where the school has
reason to be concerned that a student may be subject to ill-treatment, neglect or
other forms of abuse, staff have no alternative but to follow Local Authority
Safeguarding procedures and inform Social Care of their concern

JOINING OUR SCHOOL

Members of staff at Springwell have very close link s with our family of partner
schools and make visits throughout the year. Stude nts in Year 6 have the
opportunity to see the school in action during a vi sit to Springwell early in the
autumn term. The admission process is as follows:

Students of Year 5 and Year 6 and their parents are invited to an open evening in
the Summer or Autumn terms to meet students, staff and governors and to look
around the school.

Parents of Year 6 students are contacted by Area Education Office regarding
transfer arrangements in the second half of the Autumn Term.

Applications are processed and places allocated in February.

Springwell staff visit Primary Schools to meet with students who have been
allocated a place at Springwell.

New students begin their induction programme with visits to Springwell in the
Summer Term to meet with their Form Teachers and new classmates.

Students and parents are invited to attend New Intake Evening in July prior to
entry in September.



Demand for places at Springwell is increasing at all levels of the school. Currently
we have 170 places available for students entering Year 7. Each year we receive, on
average, 200 applications for the 170 places. Parents whose application is not
successful may enter an appeal that will be considered by Area Education Office and
the school.

Parents seeking admission for youngsters in years other than Year 7 should make
contact with the school and ask for our Pastoral Administration Manager in the first
instance.

THE CURRICULUM

At Springwell we offer a broad and balanced educati  onal experience for all
students that encompasses the requirements of the N ational Curriculum and
offers additional opportunities for learning. The m ajority of our subjects follow

a 2 year Key Stage 3 and a 3 year Key Stage 4.

During Years 7 and 8 (Key Stage 3) students follow a common curriculum which
includes the core subjects of English, Maths and Science along with Foundation
subjects; Art, Geography, History, Modern Foreign Languages, Music, Physical
Education and Technology. In addition students study Drama, Personal, Social and
Health Education (PHSE), Religious Education. ICT is delivered both in ICT lessons
and in a cross-curricular mode in all subject areas. All students start their Level 2
OCR National ICT qualification in Year 7. Students also have access to ICT and e-
learning facilities before school, at lunch time and at the end of the school day.
Students are able to login to the school website from home at anytime to access a
whole range of home learning tools. In Year 7 students are involved in project
management to acquire greater skills for learning. The majority of subjects start
GCSE and other level 2 gualifications in Year 9. This will possibly lead to early fast
track entry to the final GCSE exams for some students depending on their option
choices.

During Term 3, Year 9 students and their parents receive information regarding the
choices available to them for the rest of Key Stage 4. We offer a full range of
courses leading to GCSE, Vocational, Youth Award and Certificate of Achievement
Quialifications. In addition, students have the opportunity to attend training and
learning opportunities at NLT Training, Chesterfield College, Chamber of Commerce
and other high schools in the Staveley and Bolsover Learning Community.

Education in Sex and Relationships takes place in PHSE and Science lessons. The
programme builds on work covered at Primary School and provides factual
information along with consideration of relevant moral considerations according to
the age and understanding of the student.

WORK EXPERIENCE

All students in Year 10 have the opportunity to attend a two-week placement in order
to gain a wider experience of the World of Work as part of their Careers Education
and Guidance Programme.

Students are able to access a range of careers and work related activities throughout
their school career; our ‘Connexions’ advisors are available on site in the Resource
Centre to assist students and their parents with careers advice.



ASSESSMENT, RECORDING AND REPORTING

We liaise with our feeder Primary Schools in order to gain an insight into your child’s
strengths and interests prior to them joining us in Year 7. This information is used to
help place them into mixed ability form groups and appropriate teaching groups
during their induction to the school. In general, Year 7 students are taught in Form
Groups for the majority of subjects in the first instance. This gives students the
opportunity to settle in and demonstrate their capabilities prior to setting taking place
later.

Throughout their time at Springwell, student progress is monitored closely and
reported to parents via short assessments, full reports and at Parental Consultation
Evenings.

Parents are encouraged to contact the school at any time if they have any
concerns regarding their child’s progress at school

All students are entered for a range of Public Examinations in Years 10 and 11
provided they have fulfilled the necessary criteria with regard to attendance and
coursework completion.

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION

The aims of the RE Department are to:

Develop students’ knowledge and understanding of religious beliefs and customs.
Explore the ways in which religions have influenced societies, both past and
present.

Give students opportunities to examine their own beliefs and values, and to
investigate a variety of contemporary social and moral issues.

In Years 10 and 11, all students take a Social and Moral Issues course (SMI) as part
of their Core Studies. Students will have a choice as to whether or not they wish to
follow a non exam Morality and Ethics course or a short GCSE Religion course. They
are also able to take full Religious Studies GCSE in their Options Choices.

Daily Act of Worship: A Daily Act of Worship is held as part of our Assembly each
day for all students in accordance with the terms of the Education Reform Act.

Each week, each Year Group attends an assembly in the school hall. Parents have
the right to withdraw their child/children from assembly on the grounds of conscience.
Please contact the Headteacher should you wish to discuss this matter.
